m Pine barrens tree frog: 1 inch
m Wood frog: 2 inches
m Green frog: 3 inches

m Northern leopard frog: 4 inches

m Western toad: 5 inches
m Bullfrog: 7 inches

m A frog’s tongue is about one-third the length of its body. If your tongue
was that long, you could use it to clean out your belly button!
